Voici le témoignage de Cécile sur Mylan, 1 an, de Saint Martial-le-Vieux (23) :

Mylan a été diagnostiqué BBSOAS a | age de 6 mois. Il a commencé plein d'examens a 1'age de 4
mois. Il a été prise en charge par le CAMPS et de la kiné et des suivis tout les 6 mois a 1'hopital
avec l'ophtalmologue et la neuropédiatre. A I'heure actuelle, Mylan a 13 mois mais il réagit comme
un enfant de 4 mois. Malgré tout il fait beaucoup de progres, il commence a vouloir tenir son
biberon tout seul, commence a manger des petits suisse, la diversification alimentaire est tres tres
compliquée, mais on s'accroche, il essaie de se tenir assis mais avec difficulté, malgré tout ca, il a
fait beaucoup de progres. Il avance a son rythme, mais pour le moment, il n'y a aucun son qui sort
de sa bouche méme pas de « areu ». Il a un port de lunettes, il est suivi au CHU de la mere et
l'enfant a Limoges par un professeur.

Here is Cécile’s account of Mylan, aged 1, from Saint Martial-le-Vieux (23):

Mylan was diagnosed with BBSOAS at the age of 6 months.

He began undergoing a series of tests at the age of 4 months. He was taken under the care of the
CAMPS and received

physiotherapy and check-ups every 6 months at the hospital with the ophthalmologist and the
paediatric neurologist. At the moment,

Mylan is 13 months old but he reacts like a 4-month-old.

Despite everything, he is making a lot of progress; he is starting to want to hold his bottle by
himself,

and is beginning to eat Petit Suisse yoghurts. Introducing solid foods is very, very complicated, but
we’re sticking at it. He tries to sit up but with difficulty; despite all that, he has made a lot of
progress. He’s developing at his own pace, but for the moment, no sound comes out of his mouth—
not even a ‘coo’.

He wears glasses and is being monitored by a consultant at the Mother and Child University
Hospital in Limoges.
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
